
During recent months God has created strategic 

opportunities for Kingdom Building Ministries to 

partner with key international leaders. In April 

KBM’s international director, Nate Hoot, and 

speaker, Caleb Bislow, witnessed the fulfillment of  

one of  these opportunities among the remote 

Maasai people of  southern Kenya. 

The Burden. For the past four years Caleb and key 

Maasai evangelist, Simon, have collaborated on a 

mutual, God-given vision to launch an indigenous,  

(originating from within the culture) disciple-

making movement throughout Maasailand.

The Exodus. On April 15-26, 2008 the vision 

became a reality! In spite of  the thousands of  

hours that both Americans and Maasai logged 

planning this initiative God orchestrated every 

detail with precision! In a matter of  10 days thirty 

Maasai teams were trained in key disciple-making 

strategies and then sent out to thirty previously 

“GPSed” locations throughout 15,000 square 

miles of  Maasailand. “Watching the [Exodus] 

teams leave for the bush gave me unexplainable 

chills and dropped me to my knees. Praise God!”

The Celebration. After The Exodus more than 100 

Maasai gathered to report and celebrate the 

powerful work God started among their people.

 1,475 people received Christ.

 Many villages heard of  Christ for the first time.

 One team immediately went back into the bush 

to fuel the disciple-making movement.

 Teams launched new “church plants” (disciple-

making movements) in 34 village locations.

 Some entire villages responded to the gospel.

 God deeply burdened the hearts of  numerous 

Maasai pastors from 11 different denominations to 

reach and disciple fellow Maasai for Christ. 

To follow-up and fuel this movement, a unique 

ministry in the US called the Keystone Project will 

provide specialized “disciple-making movement” 

training for three key Maasai leaders this fall.
